REGULAR MEETING
NOVEMBER 10, 2014

The eleventh regular meeting of the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Ogdensburg, Sussex
County, New Jersey, was held in the Council Chambers of the Borough Hall on November 10,
2014. Mayor Ciasullo called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Upon roll call, the following Council members appeared and answered the call: Amodeo, Astor,
McGuire, Opilla, Rizzo. Councilman Hutnick arrived at 7:20 p.m. Also in attendance was
Borough Attorney Richard Brigliadoro.

Notice requirements of the Open Public Meeting Act NJSA 10:4-6 et. Seq. have been satisfied
with a schedule of all meetings, together with the time, location and agenda of same being sent to
the NEW JERSEY HERALD and NEW JERSEY SUNDAY HERALD and posted on the
bulletin board on January 2, 2014.

OLD BUSINESS

Mayor Ciasullo spoke about the Tax Collector’s position and informed Council that the idea of
doing a shared service with Franklin will not work out due to the salary Franklin is asking for so
the Borough will be looking at independent tax collectors. Councilman McGuire spoke about
the new insurance for the retirees who are presently on Aetna Medicare Plan. Since Aetna is
dropping small group plans as of December 31, 2014, the Borough has looked into other plans
and has decided to go with Horizon PPO Retirement Plan, which is close to what Aetna offered
in the past. Councilman McGuire also spoke about the Borough lights outside of the Municipal
Building. They still are not working correctly and need to be looked at again. If needed, an
electrician will be called in to look at the lights. The Mayor briefly mentioned about Mr.
Inglima’s driveway which still needs to be fixed. The Engineer will be called in to look and see
what can be done to eliminate the water collecting in the center of his driveway.

NEW BUSINESS

Councilman McGuire informed Mayor and Council about a service call the Borough received for
the new Generator. Council doesn’t feel the generator will need a servicing at this time and
Councilman McGuire will look into it. Councilman McGuire also mentioned that the Clerk will
be getting a new computer. Council also spoke about getting Christmas Banners for the light
poles. Councilman Rizzo offered to look into the banners and see what designs are offered.
Council also discussed the replacement of defibrillators for the police department. The Police
Department will need at least three defibrillators. It was stated that after January 2015 there will
be no parts available to replace old parts. They also could go for the top of the line or look into a




state contract. The Mayor stated that he will reach out to the County. Further discussion will be
forthcoming. Councilman Hutnick informed Mayor and Council that the siren has been fixed
and is up and should be functional in a day or two. Mayor Ciasullo asked to have the
Department of Public Works start looking at the lights to make sure everything is ready for the
tree lighting. Councilman Amodeo was asked to get the latter’s out of Heaters Pond along with
the ropes for the lanes. The Mayor also talked about removing the planters for the winter and
putting them in storage.

Councilman McGuire moved, Councilman Opilla seconded the motion to open the public session
of the meeting. Yeas: Amodeo, Astor, Hutnick, McGuire, Opilla, Rizzo.

Dion Derkach, 20 Cork Hill Road asked about getting a sign on Cork Hill Road for “Hidden
Driveway” and informed the Council how dangerous it is when coming around the bend by the
Junkyard. The Mayor mentioned he would like to put a speed bump on both sides of the tunnel
that is removable for the winter. After a brief discussion Council decided a sign might be better.

Mr. Walker, interim Supervisor of Wallkill Valley High School attended the meeting to discuss
the adoption of a resolution for the Sussex County Technical School non tuition or user fees.

Mr. Walker is fighting to get the County to take back the user fees that is now part of Wallkill
Valley expenses. Mr. Walker stated that there are about 100 children who need special help and
because of the fees that are paid to Sussex Technical Wallkill Valley don’t have the funds to get
programs for the kids. Wallkill Valley High School is loosing $276,000 a year to supplement
Sussex Technical School. After a brief discussion Council agreed to adopt the resolution.
Councilman McGuire moved, Councilman Opilla seconded motion to adopt the following
resolution for Sussex County Technical School Non Tuition or User Fees presented by Mr.
Walker.

WHEREAS, all Sussex County Schools have limited funding resources it essential that every
dollar counts towards the education of the young people being taught in those schools that is
approved by the voters of that community; and

WHEREAS, all Sussex County Schools excluding Sussex County Technical School has two
primary sources of revenue that include local taxes and state aid; and

WHEREAS, Sussex County schools do not receive any State Aid for children attending Sussex
County Technical School but for the past three years have been required to pay tuition to Sussex
County Technical School; and

WHEREAS, Sussex County Technical School continues to receive funding from Sussex County
taxes raised within the Sussex County Budget; and

WHEREAS, Sussex County Technical School receives direct State aid for students enrolled in
their school in addition to; and

WHEREAS Sussex County Schools are required to provide cost of transportation of all students
to Sussex County Technical School; and

WHEREAS, by eliminating Sussex Technical School local school’s tuition dollars will be
available to local schools to employ additional teachers and para-professionals to teach students
having serious difficulty learning; and

WHEREAS, because other counties have instituted Technical School tuition fees does not make
it necessary after Sussex County has a 40 year framework of funding Sussex County Technical
School from tax base that includes the entire county and does not weaken the funding or efforts
in our local school districts.



FURTHER recognizing that fully implementing this resolution will immediately provide local
schools necessary funds required employees needed teachers or PARCC assessment equipment
and materials.

BE IT RESOLVED that the Sussex Technical School tuition or user fee (only in place since
2011) be promptly discontinued effective September 1, 2014 and not be reinstituted.

There being no further business from the public, Councilman Opilla moved, Councilman
McGuire seconded motion to close the public session of the meeting.
